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+ vale — Elliott Isaacson — 11.07.1927 - 14.06.2011.

Elliott was born at Waikerie, a Riverland town in South Australia. Educated at several
Public Schools, then completing his Secondary Education at St. Peters College, Adelaide.

He qualified as an Accountant and was a Fellow of the Institute of Chartered Accountants
in Australia, and an Associate Members of the Australian Society of Certified Practising
Accountants and of the Institute of Corporate Managers, Secretaries & Administrators.

Elliott spent a lifetime in Chartered Accountancy, and following 2 years in Professional
Accountants Offices in Darwin (1983/84), was appointed as the Auditor-General for the
Northern Territory, a position he held until his retirement.



He applied and passed Royal Australian Navy entry in 1945, but due to cessation of
hostilities, served 3 years in the RANR instead.

In 1953 he married Lynn. 4 sons followed. Elliott maintained an active interest in many
sports including athletics, football, rowing, tennis, squash, and amateur boxing, both State
and Australian — on one occasion a runner-up.

Involved with many community activities including School, Parents & Citizens Committees,
Scouts, Church Councils, Red Cross, and Arts Councils.

Elliott has been a past President & District Governor of Lions and became the inaugural
President of Novar Gardens Combined Probus Club in 1995 and was Auditor of that Club
from 1998 until 2005.

“Zac” became a Public Schools Club Committee Member and a Trustee of the P.S.C.
Trust Fund, serving many years in both capacities.
